CURRICULUM 
At Lord Byng, we offer Advanced Placement 

courses. These courses challenge academically 
inclined students by providing rigorous and in-

depth learning opportunities. The standards, 
curricula and exams are set by the American 

College Board. These courses also provide an 
opportunity for students to distinguish 

themselves for their academic excellence and 
enhance their opportunities for scholarships and 
early admissions to universities. This year, we 

offer AP Calculus, Statistics, Computer Science, 
English Literature, French and Studio Art.

All Lord Byng students must earn a minimum of 

80 credits to graduate with their high school 
Dogwood Diploma. Most Lord Byng students 
surpass the minimum requirement.
