Assessment Codes

The codes used at Killarney for communication of student learning are as follows:

e KDU - Able to independently do complex questions/problems, non-routine questions in
unfamiliar situation, fully supported by explanations and justifications (including models) of
mathematical reasoning and concepts. Able to fully explain the learning objective to others.

e KD -Able to independently do complex questions/problems mostly supported by explanations
and justifications of mathematical reasoning and concepts.

e K- Able to independently do basic questions/problems.

e NY - Not yet able to do independently

The codes correspond to the British Columbia Ministry of Education's "Know-Do-Understand" curriculum
model. Deep conceptual understanding encompass all three elements.
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
