Gradual Entry Schedule:

« Sept. 2"%: No school for kindergarten students.
« Sept. 3™ First Day of Kindergarten Gradual Entry
« Duration: Sept. 3rd - 10'"

During this period, students will start with shortened days in smaller groups. Gradually, their time at
school will increase towards a full day. This approach allows children to get acquainted with their
kindergarten teachers, school staff, socialize, play, and explore different classrooms.

and book bag (which they will receive from their shirt, pants, and socks, empty Ziplock bag (for
teacher). soiled clothing) — all labeled).

e Water Bottle: With a straw, no screw tops ¢ Indoor Shoes: No laces unless they can tie them
(these tend to spill in the classroom and their independently. They need to be suitable for

backpack). running, as they will wear them during PE.
