MOBI BIKE YOUTH COMMUNITY PASSES  
 

The VSB is pleased to share a positive opportunity for students. Vancouver’s Mobi Bike Share program is offering a 
limited number of Youth Community Passes at a significantly reduced cost. The pass is available to students aged
