· A Criminal Check needs to be provided to the school.   The access code provided below is unique and is for our school only.   This code will be required by volunteers when submitting an online request. Please keep this information in a safe place.  The results of the criminal record check will be sent to the principal via email.  There will be no cost completing the Criminal Check this way.

· A Volunteer Driver Registration and Approval Form.   This needs to be completed and returned only if you will be driving students to field trip, school sports or other school events where students are not supervised by the classroom teachers.

Once completed you will get a confirmation once it has been processed and the school will also receive the same information.  Your Criminal Check will be valid for 5 years.
