The Graduation Ceremony is Friday, June 14 at the Queen Elizabeth Theatre (630 Hamilton St).

e You must arrive by 6:00 pm

e  Go upstairs to LEVEL 3 and find your group (you are assigned a number)

e The theatre opens at 6:00 pm for grads and guests; doors open at 6:30 pm for guest
seating.

Each graduate will receive 2 complimentary Grad Ceremony tickets.
e Your admittance is your grad attire! Hang up your gown and stole at home the day you
receive it to minimize wrinkles. Steam if needed.
o All guests require a ticket for entrance, no matter their age.
e Tickets will not be sold at the theatre.
