All kindergarten applicants are required to complete an online application for their English
catchment elementary school. This includes families who wish to apply for District Choice
programs (Early French Immersion, Montessori, Indigenous Focus School, Early Mandarin
Bilingual, Nootka Fine Arts) and/or make a cross boundary application to attend a non-
catchment school.

The priority registration period for kindergarten opens on November 1 and closes on January
31. Students who submit an online application within this priority period will be accommodated
before late applicants.

Applying for kindergarten is a 2-step process:
Step 1: Online Application (ApplyNow)

e Completion of an online application form (https://applynow.vsb.bc.ca/) for the school
year 2025-26

Step 2: Verification of documentation

e Contact your English catchment school office to set up an appointment to bring your
supporting documentation

e Bring supporting documentation to your English catchment school office during your
scheduled appointment

Supporting documents needed:
1. Proof of residence in Vancouver
2. Child’s birth certificate
3. Immigration documentation (if applicable)
4. Immunization records
5. Court orders/documents (if applicable)

If you want to apply for a District Choice Program or cross boundary, you must first apply to
your English catchment elementary school. District Choice Programs and cross boundary
applications will be accepted in early 2025.

Most French immersion parents have either a limited knowledge of French or cannot speak the language at all. If you don't speak
French yourself, it is nat suggested you read to your child in French now. However, any reading that you do in your first language
Is recommended and the reading skills that are learned, such as vocabulary development and reading from left to right, can be

transferred to French.
sound out ‘aspects of leaming to read but true reading involves reading for meaning
'd making Children should be encouraged to clarify what they read through pictures,
uestions the story.

Here are some simple suggestions for children in primary immersion:
* Be enthusiastic and positive.
« Read often to your child in English (or your first language).
Provide French resources eg. French dictionaries, DVDs, CDs, books, comic books.
Consider putting them into a French language summer day camp.
Discover French internet web sites.

Join the local chapter of your Canadian Parents for French to network with other immersion parents,
access services and to keep informed about developments in French second language education.

Sign up for an adut French course geared to French immersion parents.
Listen to French radio and watch French shows or movies.
Hire a tutor or babysitter who speaks French to play with your child.

Try to develop the best relationship possible between you and your child's teacher, making
teamwork the main theme. Asking about your children's homework and praising them
for its completion as wel as allowing them to tell you about their day will help create

a more positive environment about school in general.
