As we shared last month, on October 2 the Board restarted the public engagement process regarding
the proposed closure of Sir Guy Carleton Elementary. Carleton Elementary was severely damaged by fire
in 2016 making it unsuitable and unsafe to use.

Before the Board makes its decision, we want to hear your feedback. As per Policy 14 — School Closure,
all feedback collected throughout the engagement process will be shared with the Board before it
makes a decision about the potential closure of Carleton Elementary. This decision will be made at a
special public Board meeting on December 17, 2025.

Your feedback is important. While several engagement activities have already taken place, there are still
several ways you can share your thoughts regarding the proposed closure of Sir Guy Carleton
Elementary.

2025. Requests to make a presentation must be made by 4:00 p.m. on November 20, 2025.

Your
feedback will be included as part of the engagement summary report and submitted to the
Board for consideration.

The engagement for the potential closure of Carleton will conclude on December 2, 2025. All feedback
received through these channels will be shared with the Board as part of its decision-making process.
