Please note that: 

• school placement depends on many factors, including the available school grade spaces, the applicant’s age 
and grade level and anticipated ELL needs. School spaces are limited and subject to change. 

• Applicants are normally placed in their Canadian age-grade correlated grade. 
• Applicants aged 17 (born in 2009 or earlier) with minimal English skills are not recommended to enter 

secondary schools unless prepared to transfer to South Hill Adult School to complete graduation 
requirements.   Students normally need at least 2 years to complete BC graduation requirements.  They may

• Students aged 18 and older can transfer to South Hill Adult School to complete graduation courses. 
• Early applications strongly encouraged. Placement is not confirmed until tuition fees are paid.
