Hairstylists shampoo, cut, style, and chemically treat hair and hairpieces.

They are also responsible for maintaining the sanitation and hygiene
of their tools and workspace. Social and conversational skills are an
important aspect of work in this trade.

This program takes place 3 days per week for 10 months. Graduation
requirements can be taken through South Hill Education Centre on the
remaining days of the week.

Students are encouraged to discuss the application with a school
counsellor and family.
