Children are required to WALK wheels when on the school property. Given the number of 

students on bikes this is a requirement to keep everyone safe. Helmets, locks for bikes and labels 

on the bikes are mandatory.  

 

Parents: Please make sure your child’s bike or scooter is labelled with first and last name 

and division number and the bike should have a lock the child knows how to use. We do not 

want bikes to get mixed up or go missing.
