Learning involves recognizing that some
knowledge is sacred and only shared with
permission and/or in certain situations.
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Learning is holistic, reflexive, reflective, experiential, and relational (focused on connectedness,
on reciprocal relationships, and a sense of place)

This principle reflects the Indigenous perspectives that everything is interconnected, that
education is not separate from the rest of life, and relationships are vital.

We are grateful to have received almost $13,000 in grants to
have this installed.
